On the 4th morning a feeble cold front which was running from northeast Baluchistan to
Sind—Mekran cnast, moved away eastwards by the evening, causing extensive clouding over northeast
Baluchistan and the North-West I'rontier Province, It wus followed by an active cold front on which two
occluded waves appeared on the next day, one over Baluchistan and the other over north Arabian Sea.
The former caused local rain/drizzle over north Baluchistan and adjoining upper Sind while the latter,
drizzle along coastal Sind.

Oa the same day another active western disturbance was approaching north
Baluchistan with its secondary over the Gulf of Oman when extensive clouding with scattered rain/drizzle
started over Baluchistan.

The accluded western disturbance which lay over the North-West Frontier Province, the
north Punjab and Kashmir on the last day of the previous week moved away eastwards by the evening,
causing local rain/drizzle in the upper North-West I rontier Province and the extreme north Punjab.
The western disturbance which ' was bordering north Baluchistan on the 10th caused spell of wet weather
in Baluchistan on the first day, in the North-West Frontier Province and the Punjab during the first three
days and moved away northeastwards across the North-West Frontier Province and Kashmir.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

There has been marked spell of wet weather in the North-West Frontier Province and north
Baluchistan during the last three days of the week.

A western disturbance which approached northeast Baluchistan and the North-West Frontier
Province on the last day of the previous week moved away across Kashmir on the 1st causing a few falls
over the hills of the upper North-West Frontier Province.

Successive passage of two western disturbances across Gulf of Omanjsoutheast Iran and West
Pakistan was responsible for (i) scattered rain/drizzle and isolated dust/thunderstormsin the North-West
Frontier Province and north Baluchistan on the Sth, and (ii) fairly widespread rain/drizzle and scattered
dust/thunderstorms in the North-West Frontier Province and north Baluchistan and scattered
rain/drizzle and dust/thunderstorms in the Punjab, south Baluchistan and upper Sind on the 8th.

An occluded western disturbance which appeared over southeast Iran on the 6th, lay over
northeast Baluchistan and the North-West Frontier Province on the last day of the week and was causing
rain and dust/thunderstorms in the North-West Frontier Province and rain/drizzle in the extreme north
Punjab.

Weather continued dry in Bast Pakistan,

Some of the noteworthy amounts of vainfall recorded during the week were —Parachinar 1" on the
5th; Parachinar 14", Drosh, Harnai and Kalat 3" each, Peshawar, Bannu, Laadikotal, Loralai, Chaman
and Nushki +" each on the 6th; Drosh 17, Chakdara §" and Landikotal 3" on the 7th.

Day temperatures were appreciably tomarkedly above normal over the country practically
throughout the week.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

A western disturbance moving across central Iran approached the lower North-West Frontier
Province on the first day of the week; its secondary lay over Southeast Iran and south Baluchistan. On
the next day the primary moved away northeastwards across Kashmir while the secondary was affecting
north Baluchistan and the lower North-West Frontier Province. It moved away northeastwards by the
17th evening. In association with the system rain/drizzle and dust/thunderstorms occurred in Baluchistan
on the first two days and in the North-West Frontier Province and the north Punjab on the 17th. It was
followed by an active western disturbance which moved away eastnortheastwards across north Balu-
chistan and the Punjab by the 19th.

Alow which appeared over Baluchistan on the last day of the week was causing extensive
clouding there and was being followed by a western depression which lay over south Persian Gulf and
the Gulf of Oman.

Cold fronts associated with low pressure waves moving across the sub-Himalayan west Bengal and
- Orissa, affected East Pakistan from 18th to 21st and caused local rain and thundershowers over there.

Some of the noteworthy amounts of rainfall recorded during the week were :— Chaman and Nushki 3*
each on the 16th; Drosh 4" on the 17th; Kalat 1” Quetta 3* Fort. Sandeman, Chaman and Nushki 4”
cach on the 18th; Murree 14", Rawalpindi §", Jhelum Sialkot, Drosh, Chakdara, and Cherat §” each on the
19:¢h ; Chittagong 4" on the 20th ; Chittagong 2”, Cox’s Bazar 17, Barisal 3" and Khulna §” on the 21st.

Day temperatures were appreciably to markedly above normal in West Pakistan on the 15th,
16th, 18th and 20th, in the plains of the Punjab and lower Sind on the 17th and in East Pakistan
on the first six days. They were appreciably to markedly bhelow normal in the North-West Frontier
Province and Baluchistan on the 17th, in the Punjab, Baluchistan and upper North-West Frontier
P'rovince on the 19th, in Baluchistan and Sind on the 2Ist and in the northern and southern districts of
East Pakistan on the last day of the week.

2. EAST PAKISTAN : Rainfall was nearly general in the Deltaic sub-division on one day and
local in the Eastern sub-division on two days. A few falls were also recorded in the Eastern sub-division on
the 18th, in the bieltaic sub-division on the 20th, and in tbe Northern sub-division on the 19th and 21st.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER,

The last week’s low over Baluchistan moved eastnortheastwards and lay over Rajputana on the
first day of the week, while the western depression south of Persian Gulf moved northeas¢wards into north
Baluchistan. The system caused spell of wet weather and a few thunderstorms in Baluchistan during
the first two days and moved away eastnortheastwards into the Irdian region. It was closely followed
by an.extensive depression which, moving across Iran and Baluchistan, lay 60 miles west of Multan on
the 25th and moving northwards filled up by the 26th, while its associated occluded front continued
affecting the North-West Frontier Province, the north Punjab and Kashmir for the next two days. Its
associated features were (¢) nearly general precipitation over West Pakistan (77) well marked thunderstorm
activity in morth Baluchistan, the North-West Prontier Province and the Punjab and (¢47) duststorms/dust
raising winds in Baluchistan, Sind and the south Punjab.

Successive passage of low pressure waves across Indian region caused incursion of moist air into East
Pakistan where local rain/thundershowers occurred practically throughout the week.

Some of the noteworthy amounts of rainfall vecorded during the week weve :—Faridpur and Barisal
3" each on the 23rd; Nushki §” on the 24th; Cherat and Leiah 3" each, Khushab and Harnai 13" each,
Peshawar and Landikotal 1" each, Chakdara, Fort Sandeman Hindubagh, Loralai, Quetta and Kalat }”
each on the 25th ; Sialkot, Khushab, Montgomery, Cherat and Landikotal 14" each, Multan, Parachinar
and Miranshah 1”7 each on the 26th; Jhelum and Cherat 14" each, Parachinar 1", Murree and Miranshah
§" each on the 27th.

Day temperatures were generally appreciably to markedly below normal over the country
throughout the week. They were, however considerably below normal in West Pakistan on the 26th
and 27th.

2. EAST PAKISTAN: Rainfall was nearly general in the Deltaic and Northern sub-divisions on
one day each, local on three days in the Eastern sub-division and on two days sub-division and on one
day in the Deltaic sub-division.

KASHMIR: Data not available.

PUNJAB: Rainfall was nearly general on two daysin the Punjab and local on one day in the
north Punjab. A few falls were also recorded in the Punjab on the 24th and in the north Punjab on the

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

Marked spell of wet weather over West Pakistan and thunderstorm activity over the north
Punjab and Baluchistan were experienced practically throughout the week, due to the passage of five
active western disturbances and one secondary across West Pakistan.

On the first day of the week a trough of low moving eastwards across central Iran approached
northeast Baluchistan and upper Sind while another was moving eastwards across southeast Iran. The
former moved away eastnortheastwards across the North-West Frontier Province by the 31st and the
latter, across Baluchistan and Sind by the 30th, On the 1st April a western disturbance lay over the
north Punjab and the North-West Frontier Province and a complex western depression over Baluchistan
and north Arabian Sea. They moved away northeastwards across the north Punjab and Kashmir by
the 2nd and were closely followed by a wertern disturbance which moved across northeast Baluchistan,
the North-West Frontier Province and the north Punjab on the 2nd and 3rd and finally filled up over
Kashmir on the last day of the week ; its secondary which was lying in tae north Arabian Sea on the 2nd
moved away inte Rajputana on the next day.

Successive passage of low pressure waves across the Indian regions caused incursion of moist
air into East Pakistan where pronounced thunderstorm activity and showers were experienced throughout
the week.

Some of the noteworthy amounts of rasnfall recorded during the week were :~-Ormara 1°, Satkhira,
Kalat and Panjgur " each on the 29th; Jacobabad 3* on the 30th; Srimangal 14" on the 31st; Harnai
1}", Srimangal and Kalat §” each, Comilla and Fort Sandeman " each on the 1st; Khulna, Satkhira,
Rawalpindi and Murree 1* each, Parachinar §*, Leiah, Khanpur, Bahawalpur, Landi Kotal and Chaman

1" each on the 2nd; Murree 13", Srimangal, Lyallpur, Rawalpindi and Cherat 1” each, Lahore §”, Faridpur,

Jhelum and Chakdara 4" each on the 3rd.

A western disturbance moving across Russian Turkistan on the 29th induced a secondary which
was extending as a trough from the lower North-West Frontier Province to north Baluchistan. The
trough concentrated into a low over north Baluchistan and plains of the Punjab by the next day and
moving eastwards persisted over northwest Rajputana and the adjeining Punjab till the end of the week.

A secondary low moving across southeast Iran also approached northeast Baluchistan and the
lower North-West Frontier Province on the last day of the week.

‘Chief associated [eatures were — (1) marked thunder-rain activity in the extreme north Punjab
and the upper North-West Frontier Province between the 30th and the 2nd. (1I) dust/thunderstorms
and light precipitation in the plains of the Punjab, Baluchistan and upper Sind from the 29th to the
2nd of May.

Increased incursion of moist air into East Pakistan was responsible for fairly widespread rain/
thundershowers practically throughout the week. A few stations in the Deltaic sub-division were affected
by severe thunderstorms accompanied with gale force.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

A low pressure wave moving eastwards across the extreme north of West Pakistan caused
marked spell of wet weather and thunderstorm activity in the North-West Frontier Province and the
north Punjab during the first three days of the week. Dust/thunderstorms also occurred in the south
Punjab, Baluchistan and upper Sind. The seasonal low remained accentuated over Baluchistan and
the plains of Punjab during the rest of the week and caused isolated dust raising winds in Baluchistan
and the south Punjab.

A depression formed in the central Bay of Bengal and was centred within one degree latitude
143°N and longitude 86°K at 0300 G. M. T. on Sunday the 3rd June. It moved in northerly direction
and was centred within one degree latitude 19°N and longitude 87§°E at 0300 G. M. T. of the Sth June. It
weakened and crossed the Indian coast on the night of the same day. Associated with its formation
and movement the southwest monsoon remained mild during the first five days and became vigorous
thereafter in Bast Pakistan.

Some of the noteworthy amounts of rainfall recorded during the week were :—Jhelum 2%, Murree and
Multan 17 each, Lyallpur and Khushab 4" each on the 3ist; Comilla 3%, Rawalpindi 2°, Murree 11",
Srimangal 1”7 on the ist; Srimangal and Barisal }" each on the 2nd ; Dinajpur and Rangpur $° each, and
Satkhira 3" on the 3rd; Faridpur 2, Cox’s Bazar 134", Srimangal 4" on the 4th ; Sirajganj 3", Narayanganj
and Khulna 14° each, Cox’s Bazar, Comilla and Barisal 1" each on the 5th; Cox’s Bazar, Mymensingh
and Khulna 13" each, Chittagong, Bogra and Rangpur 17 each on the 6th,

Day temperatures were markedly to considerably below normal in the Punjab and the
North-West Frontier Province on the 1st and the 2nd and appreciably to markedly below normal in
the West Pakistan on the 31st, 3rd and 4th. In East Pakistan they were markedly to considerably above
normal on the 4th and appreciably to markedly below normal on the last two days.

2. EAST PAKISTAN: Rainfall was nearly general in the Eastern and Northern sub-divisions
on two days and in the Deltaic sub-division on one day. It occurred locally on three days in the Deltaic
sub-division, on two days in the Northern sub-division and on one day in the Eastern sub-division.
A few falls were also recorded on four days in the Eastern sub-division and on two days in the Deltaic
sub-division.

KASHMIR: Data not available.

PUNJAB: Nearly general rain occurred on two days in the north Punjab aud local on one
day in the south Punjab.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

A trough of low appeared off Kathiawar—Konkan coast. on the 8th. In its association moist
southerlies which had penectrated in shallow layers into south Baluchistan, Sind and plains of the Punjab,
began to retreat. The trough concentrated into a depression of small extent by the 9th when it was
centred at 0300 G.M.T. within one degree latitude 20°N and longitude 67°E. It remained practically
stationary for the next two days and was responsible for heat wave in the coastal belt of Sind —Mekran,
where the rise in day temperatures was of the order of 5 to 10°F on the 1lth and 12th. The depression

weakened off Sind—Kathiawar coast and was lying as a trough in the north Arabian Sea cn the last
day of the week.

A well marked low lying over the Punjab and the adjoining North-West Frontier Province on
the 9th moved away slowly northeastwards across Kashmir and the adjoining areas by the 11th. It
caused thunderstorms/showers in the North-West Frontier Province and the north Punjab and duststorms/
dust raising winds in the plains of Punjab and Baluchistan, between the 9th and 12th.

A western disturbance lay over the plains of the Punjab and the adjoining North-West Frontier
Province on the last day of the week and was causing scattered thunderstorms/showers in the North-
West Frontier Province and the north Punjab and scattered duststorms/dust raising winds in the plains
of Punjab and upper Sind.

Monsoon was active in East Fakistan practically throughout the week.

Chief amounts of rainfall recorded during the week were —Mymensingh 8°, Chittagong 2" and Cox’s
Bazar 14" on the Tth; Mymensingh 2”7 and Sirajganj 14" on the 8th; Rangpur 8” and Dinajpur 2" on the
Yth; Bogra 2 and Dinajpur 1" on the 10th; Rangpur 3", Bogra 2" and Murree 1" on the 11th; Rangpur 4"
and Dinajpur 3" on the 12th; Rangpur and Dinajpur 5” each and Murree }” on the 15th.

Day temperatures were considerably above normal along Sind—Mekran coast on the 12th and
appreciably to markedly above normal in Sind and the Punjab on the same day. They were appre-
ciably to markedly below normal in East Pakistan on the 6th and 7th and generally appreciably above
normal on the 11th.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

A western disturbance moving across Central Iran appeared as an extensive low over Baluchistan
the North-West Frontier Province and the north Punjab on the first day of the week, caused scateredt,
drizzle and isnlated duststorms in north Baluchistan and moving northeastwards became occluded over
the northern region of West Pakistan where rainfsnowfall occurred during the next two days. It was followed
by a secondary western disturbanee which moving northeastwards through Baluchistan appeared over the
south Punjab and upper Sind on the 27th when local duststorms were reported from north Baluchistan and
scattered rainfdrizzle from north Baluchistan and the south Punjab. The secondary disturbance moved
away eastnortheastwards into the Indian region on the vext day causing (i) fairly marked spell of wet
weather over the North-West Frortier Province and the north ‘Punjab (i) scattered dustraising winds in
north Baluchistan and isolated thunderstorms in_the south Punjab and (iii) considerable fall in night
temperatures over north Baluchistan and the North-West Frontier Province on the 28th.

A third western disturbance moving away northeastwards across the north Punjab on the 29th
caused a few falls of rain/snow over the hills of the upper North-West Frontier Province.

Another western disturbance moving northeastwards across north Baluchistan and the North-West
Frontier Province on the 30th, appeared as an extensive western depression extending from the north
Punjab to the southwest United Provinces on the last day of the week: on the same day, a fifth
western disturbance moving through Baluchistan had appeared over the North-West Frontier Province
and in conjunction with the former was responsible for spell of wet weather which commenced over th
Tunjab and the upper North-West Frontier Province. -

Weather remained dry in East Pakistan.

Some of the noteworthy amounts of rainfall recorded during the week were ' — Drosh 3 on the 26th;
Drosh, Chakdara. Cherat, Parachinar 3" each on the 27th; Murree and Parachinar 17 each, Chakdara }”,
Jhelam, Miranshah and Landikotal }”, each on the 28th; Drosh $”, Lahore and Sialkot }” each on the 31st.

Night temperature were appreciably to markedly above normal in Baluchistan and lower
North-West Frontier Province on the 25th, in West Pakistan on the 26th and 27th, in lower Sind and
plains of the Punjab on the 28th and in the Punjab and Sind on the 31st. They were appreciably to
markedlv below normal in Baluchistan and the North-West Frontier Province on the 28th and 29th, in
Baluchistan on the 31st and in East Pakistan throughout the week.

2. EAST PAKISTAN: Weather remained dry.
KASHMIR: Data not available,

PUNJAB: Rain/snowfall was nearly general on one day, local on two days and scattered over
the hills on one day in the north Punjab.

NORTH-WEST FRONTIER PROVINCE: Rain/snowfall was nearly general on two days while
a few falls occurred over the hills on four days.

BALUCHISTAN: A few falls were recorded in north Baluchistan on three days.
SIND: No rain fell.
JUNAGADH: Data not available.

3. The week’s rainfall was deficient in the north Punjab and scanty in the North-West Frontier
Province and north Baluchistan. No rain fell elsewhere over the country.

Rainfall for the period from 1st November 1950 to date was in large excess in the Eastern and
Deltaic sub-divisions and in excess in the Northern sub-division of East Pakistan. It was deficient in the
north Punjab and scanty elsewhere outside Sind where no rain fell.

4. The table overleaf summarises the rainfall statistics for the eleven sub-divisions of Pakistan both
for the week and for the period from 1st November 1950 to date.

SUMMARY OF WEATHER.

In association with the passage of active western disturbances through Russian Turkistan an
extensive trough was persisting over Iran, Afghanistan and Baluchistan practically troughout the week
when the abnormally low temperatures of the previous week rose gradually over the entire West Pakistan.
Week cold fronts assuciated with the western disturbances over Russian Turkistan were however responsi-
ble for extensive clouding in the extreme north of West Pakistan.

Weather remained dry over East Pakistan,

Night temperatures were considerably below normal in the plains of the Punjab, and apprecia-
bly to markedly below normal elsewhere in West Pakistan on the first day. They were also appreciably
to markedly below normal in the plains of West Pakistan on the 29th;in Sind and south Punjab on the
31st and in the plains of Punjab and Sind on the 1st. In East Pakistan they were appreciably to marked-
ly above normal on the first two days of the week.
