Coral Reef Initiative Program focal areas include a concentration of efforts in education and outreach. The creation of educational materials is important in raising public awareness and appreciation of coral reef ecosystems, especially when the Coral Reef Initiative Program promotes public participation for the successful conservation of these systems. The Coral Reef Initiative Program Video promotes the Coral Reef Initiative Program by providing information regarding goals and interests of the program. The video presents a brief description of some of the projects funded under the program in the U.S. Caribbean and promotes coral reef conservation. The video also includes general information regarding the importance of community involvement in coral reef restoration and conservation projects. In addition, the video provides a description of the Coral Reef Task Force, its purpose, and how the program contributes to worldwide efforts aimed at coral reef conservation. The footage for the video  material was taken around Puerto Rico as the target audience for the video was our Spanish-speaking constituents in Puerto Rico. 

The Coral Reef Initiative Video was initially created in Spanish and distributed to NGOs, schoolteachers, federal/state agencies, and other interested parties. In order to make the production accessible to a broader audience, the video was reproduced with English subtitles. 

The video has also been used in presentations to the general public by NOAA Fisheries. It is a great tool to promote public participation in coral reef conservation projects and to demonstrate local efforts toward coral reef protection. The video’s time of duration is 17:38 minutes.
