Mornings began with continuing multibeam surveys of Giacomini seamounts, until approximately 5:00 or 6:00 PDT.

Alvin dives 4042 was deployed at approximately 8:00 PDT and recovered at 16:00 PDT.  Corals, coral assemblages, accompanying fauna and rocks were sampled.  Multimedia (digital video, and stills) were taken throughout the course of the dive.  The Alvin dive scheduled for August 19th was cancelled due to unfavorable weather.

Once Alvin was secured in the hangar, the R/V Atlantis would continue surveying (multibeam) the seamount.

Daily logs were written and transmitted (via FTP) to NOAA's Ocean Exploration headquarters to update current Expedition Web site (www.explore.noaa.gov).  A satellite call occurred on August 20th from the R/V Atlantis ship’s office to The Institute for Genomic Research (TIGR), Rockville, MD.

R/V Atlantis began its transit back to Astoria, Oregon on August 19th.
