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Scott's interests are submarine volcanic processes and understanding how setting affects the behavior of volcanoes.  Scott will be using the side-scan data and bathymetry from this cruise to understand how the excess magma associated with the Galapagos Hotspot affects the spreading ridge volcanic system.  Scott White received his bachelor’s degree in geology from the University of California at Davis, spent a year working at the USGS Hawaiian Volcanoes Observatory, and completed his doctorate at the University of California at Santa Barbara studying the linkages between volcanic eruptions and structural segmentation of the East Pacific Rise.  Scott has been an Assistant Professor at the University of South Carolina since 2003, and has worked on a variety of projects including using side-scan data for classification of lava morphology on the East Pacific Rise, global compilation of volcanic rates and budgets, submersible dives on off-axis volcanoes around the East Pacific Rise, and mapping back-arc seamounts along the Aleutian Islands.
