Keldysh: A view of the bow of the Russian Research Vessel Akademik Mstislav Keldysh, which served as the research platform for the expedition to Titanic. 

Oring_prep: A Mir technician manually inspects the O-ring that will keep the scientists from being exposed to the elements at 3800 meters below the sea surface.

Anatoly_etal: Chief submersible pilot Anatoly Sagalevitch (left), CAPT Craig McLean (NOAA), LTJG Jeremy Weirich (NOAA), Larry Murphy (NPS), and Canadian microbiologist Dr. Roy Cullimore prepare for their dives to the Titanic. 

Hatch: Chief submersible pilot Anatoly Sagalevitch climbs into the Mir submersible.

Koresh_launch: The work boat Koresh and her crew are launched over the side of the Keldysh in order to aid in the deployment of the Mir submersibles. 

MIR_overside: Mir 1 is launched over the side of the Keldysh and will soon begin the 2-½ hour descent to the bottom of the North Atlantic Ocean.

unhook_mir: A Mir swimmer rides on top of the submersible while unhooking it from the crane on the Keldysh. The inflatable Zodiak waits to pick up the swimmer once he has completed the daunting task. 

Genya_explains: Russian Mir pilot Genya Chernaiev explains the mechanics of how the submersible descends to 3800 meters. 

Roy_window:  While preparing for his 9-hour expedition in the submersible, Dr. Roy Cullimore peers out of the porthole on Mir 1 on the way down to Titanic.

nav_lab: While the submersibles are at depth, the technicians in the Navigation Lab must take accurate measurements of their position. This is aided by the use of transponders that are deployed for aid in ranging. The technicians are in constant communication with the submersible.

Bathtub: A view of the bathtub in Capt. Smith’s bathroom. Rusticles are observed growing over most of the pipes and fixtures in the room. 

Windows: Window frames belonging to the Titanic. Rusticles are growing on either side of the window frames.

Telemotor: A view of the telemotor from Mir 1. In the past, visitors to the wreck have placed memorial plaques here. 

Night_onlookers: As the Mir’s finish their dives for the day, three silhouettes watch from the sixth deck as the submersibles are brought back to the Keldysh.
Sasha_riding: As the Mir’s surface, they turn on their lights so that the crew of the Koresh can find them and bring them back safely to the Keldysh.

MIR_nightlights: A Mir swimmer attaches the crane from the Keldysh to the top of the submersible. The crane will then lift the Mir out of the water.

night_recovery: As the Mir is recovered, water drips from its hull in preparation for returning to the Keldysh. 
Craig_shoes: CAPT Craig McLean puts his shoes back on after exiting the Mir. Shoes are not worn inside the Mir. 

anatoly_yuri:  Chief submersible pilot Dr Anatoly Sagalevitch (right) and Chief Scientist Yuri Bogdanov present the scientists with images from their dives.
