(Taken aboard the R/V Tiglax) by John Lindsay

Chiniak Island is a cluster of small islets in Chiniak Bay and off of Cape Chiniak on Chiniak Island.  The islet with the arch and the sea lion haulout is known by some as Elephant Island.

q Chiniak Island off Kodiak Island; closeup view of arch and Steller seal pod.

q Boston Whaler support boat and dive team support team

q Whaler crew picking up float line signifying sea lion capture.

q Capture team putting sea lion in a canvas cradle and loading the sea lion aboard the Whaler

q Whaler returns to the Tiglax with sea lion.

q Shot of Cruise scientist Brian Fadley on bow of Whaler.

q Whaler moves away from Tiglax; sea lion transfer put off until another attempt is made 

q Dive team (divers: Rolf and Rod; support team John and Bruce Robson) reboards the Achilles inflatable and heads off for second attempted capture. 

q Dive and capture team back at Chiniak Island

q Video and audio on the bridge of the Tiglax; Kimberly Beckmen; Tonia Zeppelin, Stephanie Norman, and voice of Billy (first mate).

q Views of dive/capture teams with audio from the Tiglax bridge.

q View of sea lions some of which hauled back out. 

q Second sea lion captured underwater; dive team being recovered (audio from the bridge discusses capture effort; voices of Billy and Kimberly).

q Whaler attempting to recover buoy; sea lion gets free.

q View of an interesting X cut in the wall of Chiniak rock islet.

q View of Whaler with snow covered peak in background

q The Tiglax moved to quieter waters away from Chiniak rock for the transfer of the sea lion.

q Sea lion transferred inside its aluminum cradle off the Whaler to the Tiglax.

q Cradle positioned on the aft deck of the Tiglax.

q Veterinary team preparing the table (lab bench).

q Veiw of anesthesia machine.

q View of telemeter (held by Bruce Robson); Robson writing in log book the serial numbers.

q Weighing the sea lion while it is in the cradle (weight of cradle and sea lion 166 kilograms; weight of the animal 116.4 kg; age 9 months).

q Moving the cradle onto the lab bench.

q Preparing the sea lion for aesthesis

q Darlene DeGhetto (Veterinarian) Placing wedges between the sea lion’s head/neck and walls of cradle.

q Cone used to mask the sea lion down; isofluorine is the anesthetic; inhalant and exhalent tubes; oxygen flowing through a green tube connects with the system. Inserted an endo tracheal tube.

q Carbon dioxide scrubber/rebreathing system (sodalime crystals) that removes the exhaling carbon dioxide exhaled by the sea lion; note the green tube that enters the scrubber on the upper left.

q Tonia Zeppelin

q Taking cone off the sea lion and the box from around the animal.

q View of thermometer/rectal probe – black box to continuously monitor the animals internal temperature.

q Paul Nickel (National Geographic) taking photos.

q Darlene inserting endotracheal tube.

q Kimberly taking blood and blubber biopsy.
