Duna's Kitchen Excavation - finishing up and grading the area: this video has good narration and a story, good shots to go with narration

JULY 29, 2002

Backhoe scraping off top layer of grasses and soil from the West side,  I think, of Duna's Kitchen, also known as the Former Power Plant; bit of debris found in the excavation but no concrete trenches so far; little bit of wire found; grasses again being removed; mention of smell of gasoline; spot of oil contaminated soil; going to take out with bucket; does not look extensive; excavating right next to building now;  0;06:58: uncovering rocks or concrete pieces next to Duna's wall; BSE is in process of grading Duna's Kitchen - goes the narration and BSE will be bringing in truckloads of top soil to complete the grade. Don't know who's narrating this - maybe David Winandy; ;0:08:00 - looking at area where oil stained soil was found, not too extensive and it was dug out; overlying soil is different color than scoria; ran tests on it and found about 500ppm in the dark soil, slightly above 250 but well within the 10x rule; 0;10:00 continuation of grading and long shot of excavator along side of Duna's - the best view so far of the overall area; now grading is complete and as a temporary measure, BSE has placed rocks around the monitoring well until the stone wall is complete; everything looks good; another view of the grading at 0:13;00; conex boxes DPP site and BSE, or Bering Sea Eccotech is moving the Conex box next to the grocery store on the south side of the store; 0:18;00 manifolds that are set aside for shipment to St. George at harbor area; Scott taking confirmatory sampling behind Duna's Kitchen, Robert Aguirre GIS sampling sites; 0:20;00 Mike Baldwin graded the area of the handicap access rail in response to Pat Baker's concern over accessibility; spot of confirmatory sampling; five samples taken on ground and two on the sidewalk; Holes that Mike Baldwin dug; kids have been using the sidewall as a bike ramp - there were tire tracks on the hillside; Red Decommissioned Power Plant excavation of the underground storage tank UST on the side of the building; liquid bubbling up from earth and mixing into soil; shoveling dirt and mud away from hole; down four feet; water is now pooling in hole; clear liquid is streaming from a pipeline; it;s not letting up and they think it may be leaking from another source - they don't think they hit a pipeline during the excavation; someone yells out to call the city plumber; the tank being excavated is parallel to the building and not perpendicular as originally thought; odor of hydrocarbons; vertical pipe; 0:33;00 two pipes uncovered; the one to the left is broken; they do not connect to vertical pipe in view; excavator pulling up piping; 0:38:00 you can see the something or other for the tank in this shot - it looks like a round metal plate of some kind; 0:40;00 Jul 31 still excavating at the Decommissioned Power Plant; have not yet found the end of the tank;  BSE has uncovered the tank it's about 28 feet long and 8 feet in diameter; 0:44:00 AUG 1, Decommissioned Power Plant, took out a layer of sand and it came back contaminated; broken pipeline and nothing is leaking; 0:50;17 good long shot of the Decommissioned Power Plant;  at second excavation at the Decommissioned Power Plant and have come across some deactivated power lines; Nir Barnea speaking - confirmation samples taken; flags marked sampled spots; visquine to be placed over the hole and then clean soil filled in, then BSE is to set to grade; watermark line on the side of the building is where the soil line used to be - a couple feet up from the bottom; good shots; adding visquine layer; dump truck unloading clean soil onto site; workers in hole of tank scraping soil off of tank - this shot depicts the grand scale of the tank;  scraping off contaminated soil off tank with a shovel;
