trespassers beware, this landfill is closed to man and animal alike; skeleton of fur seal; cylinder of closed dump, or possibly boundary marker; pan over smooth scoria with no debris, foot of landfill, no garbage; panning upwards to top of landfill;

NE corner maker of landfill; some seepage along base of landfill; been wet down there since the landfill has been there and is not anything new; seepage pond about two feet wide in diameter in northeast edge of landfill;

We're basically to the left of that east corner marker looking down to the slope of the landfill and we see some erosion signs; it's no more than four inches deep and is obviously eroding; there are several indications of this along the slope; We're just above the eastern corner of the landfill and there is some natural vegetation going on; there is a lupus plant and other grass like things coming out of the soil, not much but it's a start; large lump of grass; good sign of better days to come;

Looking at the short cell on the south side; there is more seepage along the toe of the landfill on the south side; boundary marker; looking towards the south wall and see the seepage at the toe; there is no sheening; looking up the sides of the berm on the eastern edge of the short-term landfill; looking at the south side of the short term landfill and the toe on the south side;

looking back on south side of the short term landfill; Chris Donahue pasted it off and it's about 90 feet. looking inside the short term cell; the bottom is supposed to be equivalent to the toe of the overall landfill; standing inside the short term cell and there is a relatively fresh pile of topsoil for some construction project; we get a sense of the amount of debris that they burn that is inside this cell; clean the water off the lense; this is about two years worth of dumping; this is the entryway into the short term cell and then the gate; there are some pretty strong foxes here they have pried their way in to get to the baked potatoes inside.

We're now at the scrap metal pile and at the quarry inside the landfill on SNG, again it's Friday, June 6, 2003. There is quite a number of vehicles here but then there are appliances, roof, sheet metal roof, miscellaneous scrap metal; unfortunately, a lot of the vehicles still have the tires on; presumably, they still have the fluids; there is also wood debris and a little bit of household garbage; empty barrels, I went and kicked them earlier; tires; this is another derelict truck inside the quarry; this is the pile of sand that NOAA owns; it was excavated before the landfill closure but wasn't used; you can see a cut in there and that was basically illegally taken, stolen from NOAA from this last fall, anyway; since I was here about three weeks ago, they have come in here with some heavy equipment and pushed some of this scrap metal around, among other debris; jumbling it all up; and it looks like they set some fires; it's hard to tell, except that it's burned wood;

You see the fence to the landfill in the background; Chris Donahue estimated that there's about 200 tons of scrap metal here; there's another burn pile on the other side of the sand; for some reason it appears that the community is trying to turn this into a landfill as well; this is a burn pile of debris and again, rather than put it in the short term cell they decided to put it in the quarry and burn it; there are a number of tires here and who knows what else; wood debris; mixed metal debris; this is cover material
