Big Polovina Scoria Pit

00.00.04.20
John Lindsay: We're standing on the road leading to Big Polovina Scoria Pit. The pit is just over the little ridge on the left hand side of the hill, I mean on the right hand side of the hill and the pit is barely visible over the ridge in the foreground. (pan to left).

Closer in view of same shot above with no narration.

Closer in shot of Polovina Hill with road winding up to scoria pit; pan to left slowly.

00.03.11.06
Pearly gates to the black scoria pit: John: Here we see the gate that NOAA put in to restrict access to Big Polovina Scoria pit and one of the fears was that people indiscriminantly dumping debris in the pit which had been done in the past and I'd like to have prevented it from reoccuring. Now this is the, basically the beginnings of the pit and the scoria pit is primarily used for the mining of black scoria which is a more valued scoria here on the island than the red scoria. You see here on the left to the gate there is a red scoria mine and it has some utility as well. (pan left to red pit.)

Even closer in shot of erosion grooves on side of red pit;

John: Standing at the Big Polovina Scoria Pit and off shore we can see Walrus Island. It is June 12 today this is a Thursday.

Black scoria pit; John: we're looking in the area where the black scoria is  - the scoria pit. (scan of scoria pit area and then up the cliff.)

TDXs PCS pile; John: This is the the petroleum contaminated soil stockpile that was placed here by TDX Corporation. It's on the NOAA property at the Big Polovina Scoria pit. It was placed here actually in 1997 or 1998.

TDX's PCS stockpile again. John: We're a bit closer now to the petroleum contaminated stockpile left here by TDX. This is June 12, 2003. Thursday. The road to the left of the stockpile, at about the crest in the road is where the boundary line is, moving towards the northwest of the NOAA/TDX property. The mining operations here extend into TDX property.

Medium shot of black scoria pit; John: As I understand it, the City of St. Paul has requested to mine scoria out of this pit and they were asked to perform a survey and I think they started this week and since I was here the other day these white paint marks on the side of the scoria pit probably indicate some survey marks and will signify how the City plans on mining the scoria. TDX manages this scoria pit on behalf of the Aleut Corporation, even though it's currently U.S. Government Property. (zoom in on white paint marks.) This is a white paint mark and there's a number of these which I'll show.

adjustment of camera and then showing white paint marks;

red flag marker of boundary line: John: Here we see a boundary marker, a red survey marker which indicates the western perimeter of the Polovina scoria pit. You can see that the mining operations have almost gone to the boundary marker. Now this is not a corner post, it's just part of the boundary.

John: We had been looking towards the North now we're looking towards the south at the Polovina Scoria pit. You can see the gate leading into the pit in the background.

John: This is a view looking towards the southeast at the TDX stockpile - petroleum contaminated soils. We're in the area where TDX property is.  You can see the corner post on the hill. I believe this marks the northwest corner of the Polovina scoria pit between NOAA on the left and in the foreground TDX on the right. Below that you see, it appears to be a working face. I believe it's a roadway up there. A terrace, which is being used to mine the scoria. I have no idea how they get out there. I haven't seen any roads leading up there but it sure looks like a wide terrace.

Water tank to right in frame and Diesel Tank Farm to left; John: This is a view of the water tanks on Village Hill and the Diesel Tank Farm. Pan out. Nice shot.

John: Looking towards North East Point, Lukanin Bay on the right, up on Tolstoi. June 12, 2003. Nice shot.

John: This is the City's Fuel Farm, by the Public Works Building with the Salt Lagoon in the foreground and Lukanin Bay in the background. Public Works building with the Power Plant in the background;

long shot of water tanks and and diesel tanks on Village Hill; Nice shot.

John: The plane to the right of the water tanks is where the Demolished Diesel Tank Farm site currently exists and in the foreground on the hillside is where a Former Gasoline Tank Farm existed. That was part of Tract 46. See the Trident Seafoods Facility at the bottom of the screen. The Delta Western or the Western Fuels Tank Farm. You can see the Gazebo where the Former Fuel Drum Storage area was behind that. The Machine Shop and Equipment Shed, curved roofs. The Cascade Building, Halibut Plant, TDX Offices. Anderson Building in the background with the blue roof. This is where the 5-Car Garage is. The Former Radio Station was behind those dunes. There's the Assembly of God church steeple, where the ATCO Building is at. And East Landing there to the right of the telephone pole or the light pole. Tract 50. There is the old By-products Plant, the old Diesel Seep site.
