0.20.26.00 Machine Shop excavation pipeline, Salt Water Pumphouses 
pipeline at Machine Shop; pan over to DCPP and holes in concrete walls; looking at salt water wellhouses; going inside; dark inside; looking down at well and the stairs go down to about 8 feet; tranducer left. Nir in doorway; other pumphouse with 203 wells inside; two of the wells filled with grout. one well is still open; they may have found it difficult to get inside the other well because it has a T-head; red concrete slab in middle of field across from Staff Quarters; looks like another well; a lot of piping, nets and other paraphernalia in there about 6 feet down;

0.26.04.23 Landfill  PCS and access road to burn box
