General description of all images, ex: sediment photos, ROV video, etc. (if there are multiple image types, please indicate all types):

Photos: many photos were taken on this cruise documenting different kinds of data collection:

· The majority of photos were taken of water sampling on deck, including images of GPS timestamps, CTD deployment, and samples being filled and filtered by PLVWSS.
· Photos were also taken each day to document sediment core sectioning and sediment sample processing on deck. 

· Photos were taken of the monitor displaying ROV footage, creating still images of ROV footage on the seafloor.  These photos document benthic organisms, seeps and bacterial mats, and sediment collection on the seafloor.  

· Other miscellaneous photos were taken of sea surface conditions and various crewmembers at work.  
All of these photos are lumped together in folders organized only by date, not content.  Each day’s folder contains all photos taken and a Photologger form created by chief scientist Jim Payne which outlines the content of the photos.  At this time (March 2011) these photos have all been kept together with their associated Photologger form. 

Video: 
· ROV video of subsurface conditions was recorded at each sampling station.  During each ROV deployment at a given station, video was continuously recorded of the water column, seafloor conditions, benthic organisms, and sediment core collection.  ROV video is not on the SFTP as of March 2011.

· Miscellaneous short videos were also taken with digital cameras that show CTD/ROV deployment, water sampling & filtration on deck, and sea surface conditions.  Some of these video clips show the deck monitor display of the ROV video during deployment, and essentially capture ROV video clips and show the ROV ops (water sampling and exploring the seafloor).  There are large numbers of videos, and some clips may document sediment sampling, although none have been found yet.

Comments: 
There are a large volume of hi-res photos and short videos for this cruise.  Not all of these have been individually examined, but they are a mix of different kinds of data documentation.  They have been tentatively placed in the Water Quality folders because the majority are believed to be documentation of water sampling and CTD deployment.
