6/4/10 Status Report

A flormetric blip was observed in 40 meters of water 5 miles southeast of the deepwater horizon by CTD.  Additional water samples were collected in this area. 
TJ03 and TJ04 stations were sampled at 9am and 1pm central respectively, all twelve niskin bottles collected water.

The crew is spraying the CTD equipment off as it is lifted on the boat to rinse off any oil as well as flushing Conductivity probe with deionized water.  The ship has developed protocols to decontaminate the actual bottles by spraying soap and high pressure water in the niskins.  We may also collect a sample of water after decontamination to determine if all oil contamination is removed.  

Light patchy oily sheen was observed on the surface of the water south of the deep horizon site on the port side of the boat, these sheens were not observed in the vicinity of the sampling equipment.  
Sonar equipment picked up methane leaks at the ocean floor, but there are no reports of sonar picking up the any oil sheen.

Station TJ05 was not sampled due to a miscast of the CTD, next location sampled was labeled at TJ06.  TJ06 was sampled at approximately 830pm central, all twelve bottles were used.  

Survey crew indicated that nothing conclusive resulting from measurements taken from MVP or sonar at TJ06
TJ07 was sampled at 1130pm central this, as the samples need to be processed and packed, this station will be sent in with tomorrows report.   Florometer readings at this site indicate oil at 1100 feet
Vessel is currently asking permission to move in closer to deep water horizon site tomorrow.  

CTD tech has processed CTD data on station TJ03 and TJ04 only.
