This Light
weekend, winds are expected to be more northerly at 5-10 kts. The Mississippi Delta, Breton B Medium
Sound and Chandeleur Sound continue to be threatened by shoreline contacts throughout the B Heavy
forecast period. Although our trajectories indicate beached oil over the SE portion of the Delta, Potential
