Content
Endnote is a bibliographic software tool you can use to download, manage, cite, and export references using your own personal library. EndNote is also used by many NOAA programs to create centralized libraries on a network their staff.
I will first open up the Endnote program.
To create a new endnote library, click File/New; type in name of library; save

Searching Remote Databases and Downloading References

Another way to add references is to search a database and export citations to your library

Already open – I’ve already conducted a search on monk seal in ISI Sci Cit Index Exp – mark the first record  – select “Save to Endnote” – default export helper usually correct - 
Select Endnote – imports directly to my open library – in “Imported References” and “All References”

Using Cite While You Write: Entering References in a Word Document

One example – Go to Endnote - highlight citation -
Go back to your  word document –– insert citation – insert selected citation

Exporting Your Library – you can email your library to others – use the file/compressed library function
Endnote Web Collaboration Tool – you can export your references to Endnote Web
