VII. Content
1.  Annotations on tape cassettes and DVDs:

A unique 4 digit dive number is written on a paper label on the spine of each tape or the face of each DVD.  Every number is followed with a suffix:

· ‘B’ was a camera looking out the right side of the submersible. 

· ‘C’ low light camera (black & white 2002, 2003, 2004 color in 2005) facing forward.

The C tape or DVD submitted to the NOAA Central Library was a copy of the original tape and was therefore usually labeled ‘copy’.

A number ‘2’  or ‘3’ following the letter suffix indicates a continuation tape which was needed when dive times exceeded the length of time that could be recorded on a single tape.
EXCEPTIONS to the standard tape/DVD labeling convention described above:
· 2001 DVDs are labeled as follows

· ‘A’ is the side looking camera.
· ‘B’ is the forward looking camera.

· 2002 ‘C’ tapes are side looking for dives 5716  through 5738.  The camera was mounted to look

forward for dives 5739 through 5746.

Audio Track:
The audio track contains comments made by the biological observer during the dive.

The recording system used in 2003 through 2005 had both a left and right audio channel. The right 

audio channel contains a time code generated with a Horita time code generator.  This time code is manifested as an audible loud buzz when played back on a mono tape deck.  To hear the observer’s comments on the 2003 – 2005 tapes it is necessary to use a playback system which allows the right cannel to be muted. 
Trackline Files:

During each dive the submersible was tracked using a Trackpoint II ultra short baseline (USBL) tracking system which recorded the position of the submersible at regular intervals (10 seconds on most cruises).  These data were processed in the laboratory using Generic Mapping Tools software to calculate the position of the submersible at one second intervals.  Processed trackline files are comma delimited ASCII files with the following fields:
