Another svidence of themverity of the 

recent storm on the Grand Banks a m  
made on Saturday, whan the fishing soh. 
Lottie Brynes of Provincetown arrived at 
Provin0etox-n. having been struck by thr 
@le while fishing with a large Beet OF 
Baoquero OR Thumday, Sept. 13. 

The Byrnes reportn that the pale camp 
on the  morning almost mthout warning, 1 
but luckily before the  little boats ha<!

impossible that all of the host of craft 
should have escaped destruction in a : storm of such tremendous power and fury. 4
