The board of classification of ' the
| United States genera] appraisers  has
' | banded down an important decision of in-
; {terest to importers of fish. sounds and
manufacturers and dealers in isinglass,
that fish s8ounds are free from duty.

‘I'he board’s ruling sustaing the conten-
tion made by the importers in the case,
L M. Haskins & Co. of Boston. The
points involved in the protest are of gen-
eral interest to persons in the Isinglass
| trade.

The decision is the result of an instance
where Mr. Leander M. Haskins of Rock-
port was oalled upon by the collestor of
customs at Boston to pay about $2000 as
duty on a lot of imported sounds. 1t was
paid under protest and a hearing asked
for before the board of geperal appraisers.
The hearing was in New York and Mr.
Haskins personally conducted his case
before the board.

Mr. Haskins called as witnesses every
manufactarer of isinglass, every dealer
and every broker in sounds, The decision
not only caused the amount to be refund-
od but also to reverse the previous de-
cisions of the board made last spring and
winter. Had a duty been permanently
pat upon sounds it wounld have enabled
the German manufasturers to place fsin-
#lass in the market below the present
market price.
