State TTouse, Boston, Feb, 18, 1904.—The
legislative connmittee on fisheries and game gave
a hearing this morning on the bill to prohibit
the taking of fish by nets und seines in Cigﬁ
Cof Bay, and Nuntucket and Martha’s Vine-
yard waters, alko onthe bill to prohibit the |
use of ‘certain deviess for catching fish in|
Vineyard sound. = F

The petitigner for the first bill, Mr, C. Nick- |
erson, did not appear, but Representative Cur- |
ran of Boston who pwsentgdi‘trhe petition, |
staiel that he was not io faver of such legisla- |
tion, but simply presented the patmnn at the
request of Mr. Nickerson. %

Representative Harding of Barnstable sta-
ted that this proposed legislation was aimed to |
hold up some of those engaged in the fishing |
interests. He stated that the industry in
Massachusetts, represented interests valued at
$15,000,000, and jthe closing of these ways
would cut off all means of vessels getting bait
in Massachusetts, waters, and send the vessels
to Canada, where they would be at ‘the merey .
of the foreigners, who would charge them
double price, causing & serious loss and much
waste of time to the American fishermen, It
would algo destro y the industry of many fish-
ermen and canse many of the shore hshemu
to give up their voeation.

George A. Smith of Barnstable, opposed the
bill, claiming that it would take away the
means of livelihood from many of the older
ﬂxhetmen, who cannot engage in deep sea

opening ‘for the Cape Ann efmﬂngem, stated
that Gloucester supplied the largest samount-of
fish of any place along the Massachuseits
coast, and with the enactment of thig bill, m‘
loss of employment in Gloucester alone would
be very seriously felt.

Representetive Melntire was followed by
Capt. Charles H. Harty, who represented the
Master Mariners’ Association of Gloucester.

He stated that he brought with him the op-
position of the Master Mariners' Association,
to remoustrate against this bill. There were
150 waster mariners in the association, and
they were unammou!ly opposed to this legis-
lation.
