CLAl FISHERY,

The clam industry of Alaska is centered at Cordova wher: two
cammeries were operated in 1917, one each by the Pioneer Packing Co.,
and the Lighthouse Camning Co, which was formerly kmown as the Light=-
house Camning & Packing Co. This was the first company to undertake
clam canning at Cordova in 1916 by the temporary use of/a warehouse
on the city docke Be@fre the digging season opena‘(‘i:\: fn:w building
was erected, 50 x 100 feet and two stories high, the second story
being used for oﬁice end storage purposes. The machinery was trans-
ferred to %no&iéhgand reestablished there after some minor
improg\x‘ﬁents had been made.

’me Pioneer Packing Co, was already occupying a modern cannery,
so that no cha%ge in respect to its plant was noted in 1917,

Early in the ycar, the Alaska Sea Fbod Coey acquired tle one-
line camnery ﬁuilt in 1918 near PBoint Whitshed about mine miles east
of Cordova, and began camning operations in liarch. On April 4,
after about 400 cases bad been packsd, the cammery was destroyed by
fire. teconstruction began immediately, and a modern plant was soon
erected and equipped with one line of machines, but operations were
not resumed.

The Pinacle Rock Paciking Co., also a new concern, erected some
small buildings at Boswell Bay and made other preparations for
canning clams, Operations, however, were not commenced.

The K%i&ak Fisheries Co., packed a few cases of butter clams at

Kodiaks and a few were also packed in southeast Alaska at Sitkas

by the Sitka Packing Co.
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This industry shows an investment of $294,987, which is 2 gain
of §137,044, It gave employment to 226 persons, as compared with 78
in 1916, A total of 74,515 cases were packed, as against 10,093 cases
in 1916, The value of the clam products was §$274,036, as agzinst

$35,622 in 1916, an increase of $2384,414 for 1917,
