in regard to reporte on fishery operatione in Alaska.

Thus far we have nothing to report as to our activities, except
that we have sent the 70-ton motor schooner "Joseph Pulitizer" to
Chernofeki. Harbor, with 35 tons of salt, 15 tons of assorted groceries
and other supplies; alsc 14,000 feet of lumber for saltery building
and bunk house, together with dories and other fiking equipment.

As soon as we have erected our buildings and gotten into action, we
will report more at length.
