Memoranduwn for Mr. Bower:

The records of this office are incomplete in that no charts
showing the location of canneries, salteries, traps, and other fish-
ery establishuents in western Alasks have bDeen filed since the one
prepared several years ago by Mr. Fassett. It is necessary to re-
fer to these charts for information which,in view of the many changes
in the ownership of canneries in that district and the building of
new ones with in recent years,is not obtainabls. In the absence of
up-to-date charts showing these facts, cbvicus difficulties ariseé in
respect to the preparation of the report.

In the winter of 1916 & requisition was sent to the Coast and
Geodetic Survey for two complete sets of charts for bDoth central and
western Alaska. Those for the western district were given to Mr,
Christoffers with,as I thought,the understanding that they were to be
marked and returned to the Bursau. The representatives of ths Bureau
in southeastern and central Alasks are required to submit such charts
each season, and if they are useful to this office, it would seem that
similar charts of the western district should be filed also.

I would suggest that something be aone to secure charts for the
season of 1918, and that the agent who goes to the Bristol Bay district
in the coming years be required to prepare and file properly annoted
charts promptly at the end of each season.
