Upon chart No. I1 is shown by the isobaric liues the general distributiou of atmospheric pressure, as 

reduced to the sea level, for the month. Ezst of the Rocky Mouutaius the pressure during the 
month has been above the average for thc past seveu years, a t  all stations except Key West, Puuta Rassa, 
New Orleans, Vicksburg, :tud Pembinn, nt which stations the difference is zero. The excess has in general 
ranged from 0.02 at the other stntious on the Gulfcoast, 0.05 along tho Atlautic coast, i n  the Luke region aud 
Northwest to 0.08 in the Ohio valley. 

The Local Barometric Ranges have been greatest over tlie Northwest and Lake Region and over a 
narrow belt from New Orleans to Ohio in the track of storm area No. I ; and least along the South Atlautic 
coast and from Texas to Cnliforuia. Atlautic States from 0.79 
of an inch at  East ort to 0.26 at  Key Wcst ; Gulf States, 0.42 a t  St. Marks nnd 0.45 at  Iudianola to 0.82 
at  New Orleans ; f'eunessee and Ohio Valley, 0.72 a t  Cairo to 0.96 at  Cinciunati ; Lake Region, 0.86 a t  
Oswego and 0.71 at  Milwaukee to 1.05 at Port Huron ; the Northwest, 0.66 a t  St. Louis to 1.05 a t  Yaukton ; 
Rocky Mountains, 0.43 nt Sauta F e  to 0.69 at  Denver; Pike's Peak, 0.37; Westeru Phteau, 0.31 at 
Tucson, Ariz. to 0.45 at  Pioche and Wiiiurinucca and 0.66 nt Boise ; California, 0.24 nt Snu Diego to 
0.29 at  Rid Bluff and 0.31 lit Visalia; Oregon, 0.72 at  Roseburg aud 0.89 at  Pordand. 

On the Pacific const tho difference is very small.

On the morning of the 5th the area was central 
near Gliro, Illinois, barometer 0.12 iuch above the normal ; the temperature i n  the Lower Lake region, the 
~Outhern portion of the Upper Lakes and in  Upper Mississippi valley, wls slightly below the normal, alld 
enernlly clear weather prevailed throughut the Uuited States, excepting iu tho os'treme Northwest and iu 

h u e .  Duriilg the 6th and 7th the area moved eastward nud disappeared off the South Atlnutlc coast.
