Owing to  the position of the Hawaiian Islands wit11 
reference to the western part of the anticyclone nlrcndy 
referred to, the northeast trades prevailed with unnsunl 
steadiness a t  Honolulu. The  niasiniurn wind velocity a t  
this station was 35 miles an hour froiii the northeust on 
the 13th; the average hourly velocity w-ns 9.7 miles. 

Exceptionally cool weather for the season occiirrrd off 
the lower coast of Alaska. At Juneau this was the coldest 
April on record, the average temperature being 34', 
which is 1' lower than that  of the previous low record in 
1890 and 7O below the normal. 

Unsettled weather previtiled in niidtlle and upper 
Asiatic w-aters owing to the rapid succession of high and 
low pressure Rrcns, incidcnt to  the tinie of year, which 
came froin the continent. No severe StORllS occurred off 
these coasts, but on several dates there were fresh gales 
sout!i and east of Japan, accompanying ea+tward-moving 
depressions which skirted the islands. There were no 
clisturbancrs of a tropicd nnturc in the Fer East  this 
n1onth. 

April is not ordinarily a w r y  stormy month on the 
North Pacific, but tlicre were fewer gales than usual on 
tlic O C P R ~  this ye:tr. These fen- occurred largely in middle 
nnd higher lutitucler dong the weqteru rcttchcs of the 
a:tiling ruiitcs hetN cen Amcrica nnd ,Isin, and were 
iiiostly of forces S or 0. On the Is t ,  titli, 7th, and 32d 
vales attained the ninximum forcc of 10 for the month. 
The whole gales of the 1st and 7th were esperienced by 
steamers near longitude 176O E., latitudes 4So and 44', 
respectively. Early in .\pril some nioderate to fresh 
SRICS occurred off the Washington cotist, nniong them 
being a whole gale of short duration---n 61-mile wind 
froiii tlie sou thwest-recorded by the Weather Bureau 
station a t  TRtoosh Island on the 6th. The gale of the 
22~1 w a i  espcrienced io the lower part of the Gulf of 
Tehrlunteprc. It was easterly in dircctiun, but  was 
really a deflected norther occ:tqioncd hy the strong south- 
ward extension of a HIGH froin the United Statns. The 
American s teaiiiship Tusculoosa C'ity, which encountered 
it, reported quickly freshenin winds upon entering the 

leaving i t  on the 23d. 
Fog in April showed a decided increase over that  of 

hIarch along the upper sailing routes between the eastern 
Aleutians and Japan, and a slight increase thence south- 
ward to tlie thirtieth parallel, i t  being observed daily 
somewhere within this range. South of the central 
Aleutians it occurred principally during thc first decade 
and west of the one hundred and eightieth meridian 
during the last decade. Between 160' and 130' west 
longitude fog was ltw. frequent than in hInrcii and was 
reported on only a few days over the entire area, niostly 
within two or tiirce dpgrees north nnd south of the 
fiftieth parallel. Along the American coast i t  was iairly 
frequent, especially between the forty-fifth and tit-cntieth 
parallels.
