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April the opening! It is thought that April comes from
the Latln word meaning to open, referring to the opening of
leaf and flower budse During this month the work of the home
gardener speeds up. In the North, it is time to plant the
more common vegetables in the open, and to set out those
already started in frames, also to sow cabbage, cauliflower,
and celery for late use, In the South, all vegetables
started under glass may be set out, and many of the common
vegetables may be re-sown for late crops. Plant tomatoes
outside to have them before cold weather, Okre may be
planted and sweet potatoes started in frames.
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
