late floods in tho upper Mississippi valloy and in New
England serve again to warn overyone that flood conditions
may occur almost any time of the year, Thesc floods wore
a dircet rosult of rains alone which accompaniod the
cyclonic storm that passed over tho country. - The tropical
hurricane which usually curvos north and northoastward
crossod Now England in a northerly dircction and in part of
its path actually took tho very unusual northwost course,
ogpoecially at that latitude,
