as a h o l e  the West Indian hurricanes ( the season f o r  which 
i s  ju s t  commencing) d i f f e r  great ly  i n  some de ta i l s  from our  
north temperate cyclones which t rave l  across t h i s  continent 
giving us first w a r m  and ra in  followed by cooler and dry 
weather. Some of  the important differences are: hurricanes 
in  the i r  whole area have no great temperature change but do 
have very high wind speeds and tor ren t ia l  rains;  while with 
o u r  northern storms the temperatures are high i n  the eastern 
half and low i n  the western and wind speed much l e s s  than 
with hurricane s. 7
