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Cloudiness and rainfall] It is a curious fact that the
amount of cloudiness and of rainfall do not vary together in
all cases a8 one might reasonably expect. In general they do,
but there are exceptions. In parts of the regions of the
westerly winds, as in the interior of North America, cloudi-
ness does not diminish as rapidly as rainfall, The winters
are cloudier than the summers, yet precipitation is greater
in summer. This is because the rain in summer comes in
short, heavy showers and the remainder of the day may be
clear, while in winter the precipitation is light and spread
over long periods af cloudiness,
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
